This school 

is now training sixteen 

people in the Kpayee Town 

community, Duwazon, 

Margibi County. 

The school has now be-

come a training ground for 

many single mothers, high 

school drop outs and those 

who donõt have any means 

of managing their survival. 

At present, we are in need 

of four (4) to five (5) sew-

ing machines to take the 

class to the next level. The 

cost of a machine is $150. 

The bible says in II Peter 

1:3 that òGod has given 

unto us all things that per-

tain to life and godliness 

through the knowledge of 

Him who has called us to 

glory and virtue.ó 

When God created man, he 

gave him a garden for 

home.
